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HIGHLIGHTS IN INCIDENCE OF CRIME

141978 cases of Total Cognizable Crime under IPC were
registered in the State in 2003 as against 133111 in 2002
showing an increase of 6.66%.

35055 cases of Bodily Crime were reported in the State in
2003 as against 33375 in 2002 showing an increase of
5.03%.

Guntur district ranked 1stin Murder cases (198).

Hyderabad City registered highest number of Attempt to
Murder cases (120).

Warangal district registered highest Number of cases of Hurt
(1791) & Rioting (2659).

Hyderabad City ranked first in Kidnapping & Abduction cases
(95).

Mahaboobnagar district ranked 1st in cases of Culpable
Homicide not amounting to Murder (22).

West Godavari District ranked 1st in rape cases (99).

Major Cities: Hyderabad City ranked 4th in registering Bodily

Crimes (2020) while Vijayawada (968 cases) and
Visakhapatnam (410) Cities ranked 21st and 26th
respectively.

Property Crime showing an increase of 18.41% over previous
year.

Hyderabad City recorded highest number of cases under
Dacoities (19), Robberies (83) Burglaries (1867) and Ordinary
Thefts (5957).

Economic Offences increased by 11% over previous year.
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Hyderabad City registered highest number of cases of
Cheating (1772) and Criminal Breach of Trust (120).

Crime against Women showing an increase of 15.72% over
previous year.

There is an overall increase in cases against SC / ST in 2002

(2412) when compared to 2174 in 2001.

Factious Crime shows an increasing trend in 2003 (20 cases)
as against 10 cases in 2002.

Extremist offences shows decreasing trend in 2003 by 43.55%
over 2002.

Grave Crimes shows decreasing trend by 39% over previous
year.

Spl& Local Laws decreased by 8% over previous year.

10 Cases under Cyber crime were registered in 2003 as 7 in
previous year.

Witchcraft is increased by 42.61% over previous year.
Custodial deaths decreased by 21.43% over previous year
Cases of Missing persons increased by 6.29% over previous
year.

Road accidents showing an increase of 3.52% over previous
year.

Theft of idol cases were decreased by 10% over previous year.



DISTRIBUTION OF COGNIZABLE CRIME

INTRODUCTION:

Total cognizable crime under IPC sections reported in A.P.
State during the year 2003 is 1,41,975 as against 1,33,111 in 2002

indicating an overall increase of 6.66%.

If we consider only the grand total of bodily offences,
property offences and white-collar offences under the IPC the total
crime was 60636 in 2001, 66897 in 2002 and 74067 in 2003. The

other IPC cases are 67908 in number.

The District wise percentage of the IPC crime with respect to
the bodily, property and white-collar offences is given in the tables

that follow.

GENERAL TRENDS:

A study of the total cognizable crime over the past ten years
(Details given in chapter 21) indicates that there has been a notable
reduction in the incidence of “conventional” crime such as
dacoities, robberies etc; and there is a substantial increase in the
incidence of White Collar Crime such as Cheatings and Counterfeit

Currency.

Crime against women has shown an increase over the decade,
which can be mainly attributed to the dwindling joint family
system, increased awareness and greater financial independence

amongst women.



FUTURE:

In the next few years, it is expected that the conventional
crime would drop further and Economic Offences, Terrorist Crimes,
Crime and L & O problems resulting from urbanization will
substantially increase. Cyber Crimes are also expected to increase,
as the computerization in India especially in Banking, Financial

Institutions, and Service Sector is in takeoff stage.
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TRENDS OF IPC CRIMES

Total Cognizable Crime (IPC) (6.66% increase).

Crime incidence: - During the year 2003, 141975 Cognizable
Crimes under IPC were reported in A.P. as against 133111 in 2002

indicating an over all increase of 6.66%.

PROPERTY CRIME:

Murders for gain (302,379 IPC) (41.18% increase)

144 cases of Murders for gain were reported during the year
2003 as against 102 in 2002 indicating an increase of 41.18%.
Mahabubnagar Dist. recorded the highest incidence (17 cases),
followed by Hyderabad City (15) Guntur (11), Cyberabad & Chittoor
(10 each), Nalgonda & Anantapur (9 each), East Godavari (8) and
Nizamabad, Medak & Kadapa ( 7 each).

Dacoities (395 IPC) (-10.53% decrease)

170 Cases of dacoities were reported in the year 2003 as
against 190 cases in 2002 indicating a decrease of 10.53%. Highest
no. of cases were reported in Hyderabad City (19), followed by
Guntur (16), Cyberabad & Karimnagar (13 each) and Medak (10).

Robberies (392 & 394 IPC) (-1.58% decrease)

622 Cases of robberies were reported in the year 2003 as
against 632 cases in 2002 indicating decrease of 1.58%. Highest
no. of cases were reported in Hyderabad City (83) followed by
Cyberabad & Vijayawada City (56 each), Medak (50), Karimnagar
(41) and Mahabubnagar (33).
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Burglaries (454, 457 & 380 IPC) (19.36% increase)

8886 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 7445 in
2002 indicating an increase of 19.36%. Highest no. of cases were
reported in Hyderabad City (1867) followed by Cyberabad (1042),
Vijayawada City (862), East Godavri (558) and West Godavari (322).

Theft cases (379, 380 IPC) (19.91% increase)

21469 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 17905
in 2002 indicating an increase of 19.91%. Highest no. of cases were
reported in Hyderabad City (5957) followed by Vijayawada City
(3304), Cyberabad (1482), East Godavari (1097) and Guntur
(1094).

BODILY CRIME:-

Murder cases (302 IPC) (5.19% increase)

2472 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 2350
cases in 2002 indicating an increase of 5.19%. Guntur Dist.
registered the highest (198) incidence of Murder cases followed by
Mahabubnagar (168), Anantapur (162) and Karimnagar (146).

Attempt to Murder (307 IPC) (2.79% increase)

1512 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 1471
cases in 2002 indicating an increase of 2.79%. Hyderabad
registered highest no. of cases (120) followed by Anantapur (111)

and Karimnagar (98).
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Riotings (147,148 and 149 IPC) (16.94% increase)

2174 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 1859 cases in 2002
indicating an increase of 16.94%. Highest no. of cases were reported from

Warangal (265) followed by Hyderabad City (228), Nalgonda (169) and
Karimnagar (155).

Hurt Cases (324,325 and 326 IPC) (4.60% increase)

26831 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against
25652 cases in 2002 indicating an increase of 4.60%. Warangal
district registered highest no. of cases (1791) followed by
Karimnagar (1599), Guntur (1555), Hyderabad City (1419), East
Godavari (1376), West Godavari (1373) and Nalgonda (1228).

Rape (376 IPC) (5.36% decrease)

901 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 952
cases in 2002 indicating a decrease of 5.36%. Highest No. of cases
were reported from West Godavari (99) followed by Mahaboobnagar
(63), Nalgonda (61), Warangal (56) and Hyderabad City (53).

Kidnapping & Abduction (363, 369 IPC) (10.65%increase)

1029 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 930 in
2002 indicating an increase of 10.65%. Hyderabad City registered
highest no. of cases (94) followed by

Warqgangal (70), Chittoor (67), Cyberabad (66), Guntur (64) and
West Godavari (61).
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ECONOMIC OFFENCES:-

Cheatings (420 IPC) (8.26% increase)

6045 cases were reported in the year 2003 under this head
as against 5584 cases in the year 2002 showing an increase of
8.26%. Hyderabad City registered highest no. of cases (1772)
followed by Cyberabad (543), Vijayawada City (501), Karimnagar
(288), and West Godavari (280).

Criminal Breach of Trust (403, 406, 408 and 409 IPC) (10.42%
decrease).

791 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 883 in
2002 indicating a decrease of 10.42%. Hyderabad City recorded
highest no. of cases (120) followed by West Godavari (53), East
Godavari & Vijayawada City (45 each) and Karimnagar (40).

Counterfeit Currency (489 A to E IPC) (117.61% increase)

309 Cases were reported in the year 2003 as against 142
cases in 2002 indicating an increase of 117.61%. Vijayawada city
and R.P. Secunderabad registered highest no. of cases (26) each
followed by Visakhapatnam City (24), Chittoor (22) and Hyderabad
City & East Godavari (21 each). These offences appear to be

mainly occurring in towns and cities.
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
