143681 cases of Total Cognizable Crime under IPC have been
registered in the State in 2005 as against 146043 in 2004
showing a decrease of 1.62%.

33442 cases of Bodily Crime were reported in the State in
2005 as against 35386 in 2004 showing a decrease of
5.49%.

Mahaboobnagar district ranked1stin Murder cases(201).

Hyderabad City registered the highest number of Attempt to
Murder cases (122).

Hyderabad City & Cyberabad registered the highest Number
of cases of Kidnapping & Abduction (103 each).

Warangal district registered the highest Number of Rioting
cases (233).

Nizamabad district ranked 1st in cases of Culpable Homicide
not amounting to Murder (16).

Karimnagar District registered the highest number of Hurt
cases (1704) and Rape cases (82).

Major Cities: Hyderabad City ranked 4th in the incidence of
Bodily Crimes (1718) while Vijayawada (752) and
Visakhapatnam (627) Cities ranked 21st and 25th
respectively.

Property Crime registered an upward trend by 2 % over
previous year.

Cyberabad Commissionerate ranked 1st in the incidence of
dacoities (26).

Hyderabad City recorded the highest number of cases
reported under Robberies (125) Burglaries (1144) and
Ordinary Thefts (4762).

Economic Offences increased by 1.8% over last year.

Hyderabad City registered the highest number of cases of
Cheating (1569).

East Godavari district registered the  highest number of
cases of Criminal Breach of Trust (79).

Crime against Women showed a decrease by 2.15% over the
figures of last year.

Crime against SCs/STs registered a slight decrease by 1.21%
with 2122 cases reported in 2005 as against 2148 reported
in 2004.

Factious Crime shows increasing trend in 2005 (26 cases) as
against (21 cases) in 2004.

Extremist offences showed a decreasing trend in 2005 by
18.87% over 2004.

Grave Crimes showed an increasing trend in 2005 by 14.99%
over previous year.

Cases under Spl & Local Laws increased by 18.67% over
previous year.

12 cases were registered under Cyber crime in 2005 as
against 11 cases in 2004.

Cases of Witchcraft have decreased in 2005 by 4.73% over
2004.

Custodial deaths have decreased in 2005 by 11.11% over last
year (2004).

Cases of Missing persons have increased in 2005 by 7.62%
compared to previous year.

Road accidents showed a slight decrease of 1.21 % in 2005
compared to the figures of 2004.

Theft of idol cases were increased in 2005 by 5% over
previous year.



DISTRIBUTION OF COGNIZABLE CRIME

INTRODUCTION:

Total cognizable crime under IPC sections reported in A.P.
State during the year 2005 is 143681 as against 146043 in 2004

indicating an overall decrease of 1.62%.

If we consider only the grand total of bodily offences,
property offences and white-collar offences under the IPC the total
crime was 74067 in 2003, 73535 in 2004 and 72353 in 2005. The
other IPC cases are 71328 in number in the year 2005.

The District wise percentage of the IPC crime with respect to
the bodily, property and white-collar offences is given in the tables

that follow.

GENERAL TRENDS:

A study of the total cognizable crime over the past ten years
(Details given in chapter 21) indicates that there has been a
notable reduction in the incidence of “conventional” crime such as

dacoities, robberies etc;

Crime against women has shown constant increase during
the decade, which can be mainly attributed to the dwindling joint
family system, increased awareness and greater financial

independence amongst women.



FUTURE:

In the next few years, it is expected that the conventional
crime would drop further and Economic Offences, Terrorist
Crimes, Crime and L & O problems resulting from urbanization
will substantially increase. Cyber Crimes are also expected to
increase, as the computerization in India especially in Banking,

Financial Institutions and Service Sector is in takeoff stage.



TRENDS OF IPC CRIMES

Total Cognizable Crime (IPC) (-1.62% decrease).

Crime incidence: - During the year 2005, 143681 Cognizable
Crimes under IPC were reported in A.P. as against 146043 in 2004

indicating a decrease of 1.62%.

PROPERTY CRIME:

Murders for gain (302,379 IPC) (2.3% increase)

135 cases of Murders for gain were reported during the
year 2005 as against 132 in 2004 indicating an increase of 2.3%.
Medak & East Godavari Dists. recorded the highest incidence (13
cases each), followed by Mahaboobnagar & Anantapur (8 each)
and Hyderabad City, Nalgonda, Karimnagar, Kurnool, Kadapa &
Chittoor (6 each).

Dacoities (395 IPC) (59.2% increase)

242 Cases of dacoities were reported in the year 2005 as
against 152 cases in 2004 indicating an increase of 59.2%.
Highest No. of cases were reported in Cyberabad (26) followed by
Mahaboobnagar (20), Anantapur (17), Kurnool (16) and
Nizamabad &Medak (15 each).

Robberies (392 & 394 IPC) (38.8% increase)

776 Cases of robberies were reported in the year 2005 as
against 559 cases in 2004 indicating an increase of 38.8%.
Highest No. of cases were reported in Hyderabad City (1295)
followed by Cyberabad (93) Mahaboobnagar (42), Nizamabad (40),
Nalgonda (37) and Karimnagar & Guntur (35 each).
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Burglaries (454, 457 & 380 IPC) (-1.8% decrease)

7821Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 7967
in 2004 indicating a decrease of 1.8%. Highest No. of cases were
reported in Hyderabad City (1144) followed by Cyberabad (1132),
Vijayawada City (455), East Godavari (392), Visakhapatnam City
(389), Warangal (312) and Karimnagar (301).

Theft cases (379, 380 IPC) (2.2% increase)

22157 cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 21681
in 2004 indicating a slight increase of 2.2%. Highest No. of cases
were reported in Hyderabad City (4762) followed by Cyberabad
(2168), Vijayawada City (1665), East Godavari (1230), Chittoor
(1226), Guntur (1198) and West Godavari (1153).

BODILY CRIME:-

Murder cases (302 IPC) (7.1% increase)

2547 cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 2378
cases in 2004 indicating an increase of 7.1%. Mahaboobnagar
Dist. registered the highest incidence of Murder cases (201)
followed by Anantapur (162), Guntur (160), Karimnagar (154) and
Cyberabad (139).

Attempt to Murder (307 IPC) (-2.1% decrease)

1639 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against
1675 cases in 2004 indicating a decrease of 2.1%. Hyderabad
City registered the highest No. of cases (122) followed by East
Godavari (120), Anantapur (118), West Godavari (99) and
Mahaboobnagar (93).



Riotings (147,148 and 149 IPC) (-13.7% decrease)

1910 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 2214
cases in 2004 indicating a decrease of 13.7%. Highest No. of cases
were reported from Warangal (233) followed by Karimnagar (163),
Khammam (148), Kurnool (119), Mahaboobnagar (111), Guntur
(104), Nalgonda (98) and Anantapur (97).

Hurt Cases (324,325 and 326 IPC) (-6.5% decrease)

25219 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against
26969 cases in 2004 indicating a decrease of 6.5%. Karimnagar
district registered the highest No. of cases (1704) followed by
Warangal (1563), Guntur (1435), East Godavari (1341), Nalgonda
(1241), Hyderabad City(1235), Adilabad(1232) and Krishna (1227).

Rape (376 IPC) (0.0% on par)

898 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against same
number of cases (898) in 2004. Highest No. of cases were reported
from Karimnagar (82) followed by West Godavari (66), Hyderabad
City (62), Mahaboobnagar (60), Adilabad(52), Guntur (51) and
Nalgonda (49).

Kidnapping & Abduction (363, 369 IPC) (0.2%increase)

1119 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 1117
in 2004 indicating a slight increase of 0.2%. Hyderabad City &
Cyberabad registered the highest No. of cases (103 each) followed
by Karimnagar (87), Vijayawada City (70) Khammam (59),
Warangal (58) and Adilabad (54).
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ECONOMIC OFFENCES:-

Cheatings (420 IPC) (0.6% increase)

6202 cases were reported in the year 2005 under this head
as against 6165 cases in the year 2004 showing a slight increase
of 0.6%. Hyderabad City registered the highest No. of cases (1569)
followed by Cyberabad (598), Karimnagar (490), Vijayawada City
(365), Guntur (298) and Visakhapatnam City (279).

Criminal Breach of Trust (403, 406, 408 and 409 IPC)
(1.8% increase).

733 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 720
in 2004 indicating an increase of 1.8 %. East Godavari recorded
the highest No. of cases (79) followed by Hyderabad City (76),
Karimnagar (53), West Godavari (52), Cyberabad (46),
Visakhapatnam City (44) and Guntur (43).

Counterfeit Currency (489 A to E IPC) (43.6% increase)

247 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against 172
cases in 2004 indicating an increase of 43.6%. East Godavari
registered the highest No. of cases (24) followed by
Visakhapatnam City (23), Warangal (17) and Hyderabad City,
Medak & Guntur (14 each). These offences appear to be mainly

occurring in towns and cities.
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BODILY CRIME

Bodily Crime includes Murder, Attempt to Murder, Culpable
Homicide not amounting to Murder, Kidnapping & Abduction,

Hurt, Riotings and Rape cases.

33442 cases involving bodily crime were registered during
the year 2005 as against 35386 cases in 2004 showing a decrease
of 5.5%.

The district-wise comparative statement relating to offences
of bodily crime during 2004 and 2005 along with the percentage
variation in the number of cases reported during current year

2005 over the previous year 2004 is given in tables 2.1 to 2.5.

A comparative statement of Bodily crime reported in the state
for the years 2003 to 2005, district wise with rank is given in the
Table -2.5

MURDER:

A total no. of 2547 cases were reported in the state in 2005.
Mahaboobnagar Dist. registered the highest incidence of Murder
cases (201) followed by Anantapur (162), Guntur (160),
Karimnagar (154) and  Cyberabad (139). Karimnagar,
Mahaboobnagar, Kurnool, Nalgonda, East Godavari, Anantapur,
Warangal, West Godavari, Srikakulam, Kadapa, Khammam,
Chittoor, Vizianagaram and Visakhapatnam (R) recorded an

increase in murder cases in 2005 over 2004.
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ATTEMPT TO MURDER:

The State witnessed (-2.1%) decrease in incidence of Attempt
to Murder in 2005 over 2004. The districts of Anantapur, East
Godavari, Warangal, Visakhapatnam City, Cyberabad,
Mahaboobnagar, Krishna, Medak and Visakhaapatnam (R)

recorded an increase under this head in the year 2005 over 2004.

CULPABLE HOMICIDE NOT AMOUNTING TO MURDER:

110 cases were reported during the year 2005 as against 135
cases in 2004 showing a decrease of 18.5%. Nizamabad District
registered 16 cases followed by Mahaboobnagar (15), Adilabad (13)
and Cyberabad & Medak (10 each). During this year no cases
were reported in Kadapa, Chittoor, West Godavari, East Godavari,

Krishna, Vizag City and Vizag (R).
KIDNAPPING AND ABDUCTION:

The total No. of Kidnapping and Abduction cases in the state
increased by 0.2 % over the previous year. Hyderabad City &
Cyberabad registered the highest No. of cases (103 each)
followed by Karimnagar (87), Vijayawada City (70) Khammam (59),
Warangal (58) and Adilabad (54). The districts of Hyderabad City,
Cyberabad, Krishna, Adilabad, Vijayawada City, East Godavari,
Visakhapatnam City, Nizamabad, Anantapur, Prakasham and
Vizianagaram recorded an increase under this head in the year

2005 over 2004.
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HURT CASES:

25219 hurt cases were registered during the year 2005 as
against 26969 cases in 2004 showing a decrease by 6.5%.
Karimnagar district registered the highest No. of cases (1704)
followed by Warangal (1563), Guntur (1435), East Godavari (1341),
Nalgonda (1241), Hyderabad City(1235), Adilabad(1232) and
Krishna (1227).

RIOTINGS:

The number of riotings registered a decrease by 13.7% in
2005 when compared to previous year. While Visakhapatnam City,
Khammam, Cyberabad and Prakasam witnessed an increase in
the number of rioting cases reported, a reverse trend was
witnessed from Warangal, Mahaboobnagar, Hyderabad City,
Anantapur, Guntur, Medak, Visakhapatnam (R), Adilabad,
Nizamabad, Ranga Reddy, Srikakulam, Nellore, Kadapa and East

Godavari.

RAPE:

898 Cases were reported in the year 2005 as against same
number of cases (898) in 2004. Highest No. of cases were reported
from Karimnagar (82) followed by West Godavari (66), Hyderabad
City (62), Mahaboobnagar (60), Adilabad (52), Guntur (51) and
Nalgonda (49).
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PROPERTY CRIME

31729 cases were registered during the year 2005 as against
31092 cases in 2004 showing an increase of 2.0% (Table
3.4)

As against property worth Rs. 77.35 Crores stolen, property
worth Rs.36.83 Crores was recovered during the year 2005.
The percentage of recovery was 47.61 %. (Table 3.6)

The quantum of property stolen was highest in Hyderabad
City (Rs.2062.63 lakhs) followed by Cyberabad (Rs.978.73
lakhs) during the year 2005. The commissionerates of
Hyderabad, Cyberabad, Vijayawada and Vizag accounted for
48.58% of the total property stolen in the state and the
recovery put together was 40.51% of the total recovery. The
highest percentage of recovery was reported from Medak

(82.13%) and the lowest from Ranga Reddy (31.91%).

The percentage of property recovered was above the State
average i.e.,(47.61%) in the Districts of Medak, Chittoor,
Khammam, West Godavari, Karimnagar, Kadapa, Adilabad,
Guntur, Nellore, East Godavari, Krishna, Anantapur and

Cyberabad.

A comparative statement of property crime (IPC) reported in
state, district wise along with their rank for the years 2003

to 2005 is given in Table-3.5
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ECONOMIC OFFENCES

1. Economic offence is an illegal act or series of illegal acts or
doing of legal act for achieving an illegal objective committed by
any person or a group of persons by non physical and or non-
violent means and by guile & deception, to gain money or
property wrongfully or to obtain wrongful business for personal
monetary advantage. Detection of these cases and apprehension
of the accused rarely result in restitution of the money lost by
the depositors. These offences are popularly known as “White
Collar Offences” essentially because the culprit/ accused are
not the archetypal criminals wielding a gun/weapon or
indulging in physical violence. However what makes white collar
crime distinct from any Economic Crime is the fact that the
former also has the ramification of affecting the public/large

sections of people and the exchequer adversely.

2. Economic offences have been on the rise throughout the
country through the 1990s and our state is no exception to this
trend. Increase in white-collar crime is a natural concomitant to
economic development, improvement in technology apart from
the greed of the people to acquire more wealth in a short span

of time.
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3. The increase in the economic offences is a big constraint on
development. There is a tremendous surge in these offences
due to phenomenal growth in technology and communications
as well as wunrelenting onslaught of consumerism, which
propels average citizen towards schemes, which promise quick

methods to acquire wealth.

4. 7182 economic offences were reported in 2005 as compared to
7057 cases reported in 2004 and 7145 cases in 2003. Among
them, cheating constitutes 86.35% and criminal breach of trust
constitutes about 10.21%. Thus there is a slight increase of
1.77% during 2005 over 2004. There is a slight increase in
Cheatings by (0.60%), Criminal Breach of Trust by (1.80%) and
maximum increase in Counterfeit Currency (43.60%) in 2005
when compared to 2004. The comparative figures for the years
2003 to 2005 are presented in Table —4.3.

5. Analysis revealed that three territorial clusters in Andhra
Pradesh accounted for most of the white caller crimes reported
and deserve more attention. They are: Hyderabad city &
Cyberabad, Vijayawada, Karimnagar, Guntur, West Godavari

and Visakhapatnam city.

6. The Government of India has enacted a number of special laws
regulating Customs, Excise, Taxes, Foreign Exchange, Narcotic
drugs, Banking, Insurance Trade and Commerce, export and

import etc. The respective departments enforce these laws.
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In the state of A.P., the following laws have been passed for

tackling economic offences:

A.P Protection of Depositors of Financial Establishments Act &
Rules, 1999.

A.P. Control of Organized Crime Act, 2001.

A.P. Mutually aided Co-Operative Societies Act, 1995.

The Chit Funds Act (49 of 1982)

Andhra Pradesh Chit Funds Act 1971.

The Prize Chit and Money Circulation Schemes (Banning) Act,
1978.

A.P. State Prize Chits And Money circulation Schemes (Banning)

Rules. 1979.

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2. 14685 cases were registered during 2005 under Crime
Against Women, as against 15008 in the year 2004 showing

a slight decrease of 2.15% over previous year.

3. Karimnagar District with 1346 cases ranked first in
registering highest number of cases of Crime Against Women
during the year 2005 followed by Hyderabad City (1172),
Nalgonda (840), Cyberabad (835), Warangal (729), West
Godavari (652), Mahaboobnagar (647) and Khammam (620).
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Kurnool district ranked first in registering the incidence of
crime under Dowry murder (13) followed by Karimnagar (12)

and Khammam (10) during the year 2005.

Karimnagar district accounted for the highest number of
cases under the heads of Dowry deaths (49) followed by
Cyberabad (34), Nalgonda (30) and Warangal (29) during the
year 2005.

The highest number of cases under Abetment to Suicide was
registered from Mahaboobnagar Dist. (62) followed by
Warangal (55) and Kurnool (54).

Hyderabad City ranked first in the incidence of crime under
Dowry harassment (837) followed by Karimnagar (720),
Cyberabad (482) and Visakhapatnam City (339).

Mahaboobnagar registered highest number of (58) cases
under Murder of Women followed by Anantapur (51) and

Guntur (45).

Karimnagar district registered highest number of cases under
the head of Rape (82) followed by West Godavari (66),
Hyderabad City (62) and Mahaboobnagar (60).
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CRIME AGAINST SC/ST

There is a slight decrease in the offences against SC/ST in
A.P. in 2005 (2122) when compared to 2004 (2148).

Mahaboobnagar district registered highest number of SC/ST
Murders (9) followed by West Godavari (5) and Nalgonda,
Kurnool, Kadapa, Guntur & Nellore (3each).

Under the head Rape against SC/ST West Godavari district
topped with (10) cases followed by Mahaboobnagar (9),
Adilabad & Guntur (8each), Nalgonda & Karimnagar (7each)

and Kurnool & East Godavari (6 each).

With 120 cases under SC/ ST (POA) Act., Karimnagar district
topped the list followed by Cyberabad (68), Krishna (57),
Kurnool (56), Hyderabad City (47) and Nellore (42).

The total cases under different Acts to prevent atrocities
against SC/ST were highest in Kurnool district (190) followed
by Karimnagar (178), Mahaboobnagar (165), Nellore (140),
East Godavari (103), Cyberabad (102) and Guntur & West
Godavari (100 each).
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CHAPTER-7
FACTIOUS CRIME

Faction is acute rivalry that exists between two groups,
families or castes in a village or place resulting in alternate
violence between both groups. This phenomenon is peculiar to the
three districts of Rayalaseema (Kurnool, Kadapa and Anantapur)
and the three districts of Circar (Guntur, Nellore and

Prakasham).

Faction divides the village into two or more highly actively
violent groups that poses continued threat to lives and property of
all members of the group. Factious rivalries reach their peak
during elections. Factious crime is a major obstacle to the

progress and development of these districts.

During the year 2005, 15 cases of factious murders were
registered in the State when compared to previous year (12 cases)

showing an increase of 25%.

Highest number of faction murders were reported in
Prakasham district (4) followed by Nalgonda, Anantapur and Nellore

(3 cases each).

11 cases of factious riotings were registered in the year 2005
when compared to previous year (9 cases) showing an increase of

22.22 %. (Table -7).
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CHAPTER-8

EXTREMIST OFFENCES

The most active extremist groups in A.P. are the Maoist and

Janashakti (CPSUI, PPG, PG, Praja Pandha and NDA).

During the year 2005, 576 cases of extremist offences were
registered in the State compared to 710 cases in previous year

showing a decrease of 18.87%.

166 extremist Murders were registered in 2005 as against 78
cases in 2004 showing an increase of 112.82%. Mahaboobnagar
district registered highest number of extremist murders (27)
followed by Guntur (24), Karimnagar (18), Prakasham (15),
Nalgonda & Anantapur (13 each) and Warangal (12).

108 cases of extremist Riotings were registered in 2005
compared to 146 cases in previous year showing a decrease of
26.03%. Karimnagar district registered highest number of
Extremist Riotings (23) followed by Warangal (20), Khammam
(15), Guntur (13) and Mahaboobnagar (9).

During the year 2005, 68 cases of arson, 74 cases of
blasting, 2 cases of famine raids and 158 other offences were
registered as against 35 cases of arson, 57 cases of blasting, 4
cases of famine raids and 390 other offences in 2004. (Table 8.1

and 8.2).
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GRAVE CRIMES

Grave Crime investigation is one of the primary duties of the
police. The image of the police is dependent to a large extent on

the detection and conviction of the grave crimes. During the past

three years

An analysis of the above figures reveals that the total volume
of Grave Crime has shown an increasing trend in 2005 over

previous two years.

4757 cases were reported in 2005 as against 4137 cases in
2004 showing an increase of 14.99%. The details are shown in
table No. 9.1,9.2 and 9.3

Grave crimes constitute 3.31% of the total IPC cases.

Murders constituted 53.54%, Murders for Gain 2.84%,
Dacoities 5.09%, Robberies 16.31%, Grave Burglaries 11.41% and
Grave Thefts 10.81% of all Grave Crimes reported in the State.
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SPECIAL & LOCAL LAWS

During this year a total of 804680 cases were registered
under Special and Local Laws as against 678080 cases in the year

2004, showing an increase of 18.67%.

Hyderabad City accounted for the highest number of cases
(116681) followed by Visakhapatnam City (113541), Vijayawada
City (110047) and East Godavari (45117). The lowest numbers of

cases were registered in Ranga Reddy district (549).

Of the 804680 cases registered under Spl& Local Laws
(673698) cases were booked under M.V. Act constituting 83.72%
of the total cases followed by Gaming Act (37000 cases- 4.60%),
NDPS Act (537 cases- 0.07%), Explosive Substances Act (390
cases- 0.05%), PIT Act (674 cases- 0.08%), Copy Right Act (1569
cases- 0.19%), Arms Act (310 cases- 0.04%), Indian Passport Act
(150 cases- 0.02%), Antiquity & Treasury Trove Act (22 cases-
0.003%), Excise Act (773 Cases- 0.10%) and other S.L.L. cases
(89557 cases- 11.13%) in the State.

The district wise and Head Wise incidence of Cognizable

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CHAPTER-12
WITCHCRAFT / SORCERY

A total of 161 cases under Witchcraft / Sorcery were
registered during 2005 as against 169 in 2004 and 164 in 2003.
Nizamabad has contributed the maximum No. of cases (39),
Warangal is in second place with 35 cases followed by Medak (22)
cases and Adilabad (21).

28 persons were killed on suspected sorcery in A.P. in 2005.
Nalgonda & Adilabad topped the list with (5 each) persons killed
while Nizamabad, Warangal, Khammam & Karimnagar takes the

second place with (3 each) persons killed.

During the year 2005, 19 riotings and 65 hurt cases were

reported as against 24 riotings and 48 hurt cases in 2004.
The details are shown in Table 12.1 and 12.2.

CUSTODIAL DEATHS

Custodial deaths are of two kinds: Deaths in Judicial
Custody and deaths in Police custody. In this chapter we present

an analysis of the deaths in police custody only in the State of A.P.

The unfortunate occurrence of custodial deaths can be
prevented to a large extent if the staff of the police stations take
due care during interrogation and also take into consideration, the

physical and emotional well being of the suspect.

It can be seen from the figures that there are very few

custodial deaths due to torture/ usage of third degree methods.

8 cases of custodial deaths of all types were reported in A.P.
during 2005 as against 9 cases in 2004 and 12 in 2003. The
classification of such cases for the years 2003 to 2005 is shown in

Table 13.2.

Nil cases of death due to Police torture was reported in 2005

as against 1 and 3 cases in 2004 and 2003 respectively.
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MISSING PERSONS

The issue of Missing Persons, though very serious, has not

got the attention it deserves in Police professional circles.

Every year, in Andhra Pradesh alone, around 6500 persons
go missing. While a sizeable number of them return home or are
traced, almost 45% are not traceable. Their disappearance cause
tremendous agony, anguish and helplessness to their near and

dear ones.

It is imperative that greater attention is paid by the police in
tracing missing persons as it has got not just socio-economic but
also national security ramifications, both internal and external.
The fate of missing persons is a matter of conjecture and it can be
any of the following list of possibilities, which is again not

exhaustive:

1. They get murdered or killed in accident and their bodies
remain unidentified.

2. They get sucked in organized crime, include
bootlegging/drug running etc., with girls being forced into
prostitution.

3. They, particularly, the young and gullible ones join
terrorist outfits.

The statistics related to Missing persons in Andhra Pradesh

for years 2003-2005 are given in Table14.1 to 14.3.
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ROAD ACCIDENTS

During 2005 a total of 38913 cases of Road Accidents were
registered in the State when compared to 39390 cases in previous

year showing a decrease of (1.21%).

Hyderabad City & Cyberabad registered highest number of
Road Accident cases (3239 each) followed by East Godavari (2270),
Chittoor (1988) and Nalgonda (1971).

11098 persons died due to accidents and 52554 got injured
during this year while 10621 persons died and 53898 were injured
during previous year. (The details are shown in Table-15.1 &15.2)

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CHAPTER-16

IDOL THEFTS

Of late the demand for idols has increased in the
International Market. The Idols of oriental origin specially those
of India beget a good price. The antique collectors of the West
spend a fortune to procure ancient sculptures and idols of the
Indian origin. This is resulting in a competition for quick money
and the dealers are going to any extent to get the idols of

international demand.

The stone sculptures and Panchaloha idols which are
generally available in temples are being committed theft of in order
to sell them to the dealers within India. There are areas such as
temple lands, old forts and other places of interest where the
unsocial elements and criminals resort to unauthorized digging in
search of ancient idols. There are several incidents wherein the

Panchaloha idols were lifted by criminals from the temples of AP.

63 idol thefts were registered in 2005 as against 60 cases in

2004 showing an increase of 5.00 %.

Guntur district registered highest No, of idol thefts (9)
followed by Medak (7), Mahaboobnagar & Prakasham (6 each),
Anantapur (5) and Cyberabad & Karimnagar (4 each). The details

are shown in table No. 16.1.
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CHAPTER-17
THEFT OF ENERGY IN ANDHRA PRADESH

Andhra Pradesh Government is one of the pioneers in the
introduction of reforms in power sector way back in 1999. The
main thrust of reforms is (a) provision of adequate power (b)
supply of reliable and quality power (c) reduction of transmission

and distribution losses (d) Efficiency in energy usage.

Supply of energy is broadly categorized as HT and LT. HT
category mostly includes industries, railway traction, whereas LT
category mostly includes domestic, commercial, LT side industry,
cottage and small scale industries, agriculture, street lighting and

other miscellaneous activities.

Theft/ Pilferage of energy is resorted to by some of the

consumers in the following ways:-

1. By tapping directly from the over-head lines. It is mostly
observed in domestic sector and resorted to by people living
in slum areas and some colonies in the villages.

2. Bypassing the current circuit. It is mostly resorted to
industrial services.

3. By direct tapping before AB switch.

4. Tampering the meter board seals and dropping voltages to
meter through remote arrangement.

5. Bending the secondary terminal cover to gain access to the
internal metering terminals.

6. Tampering the meter cover seals and changing the meter
internals.

7. Burning the metering unit to destroy the meter data of
electronic meter.

8. Providing fake seals to CTPT secondary terminal cover and
gaining access to the secondary wiring.

9. Tampering the potential wires by cutting the GI pipes
carrying the metering wires and without disturbing the
metering seals.

10. Bypassing the metering unit by removing the RMU seals
and extending the supply from RMU to transformer.

11. Joining the in and out jumpers of an open type CTPT set.

12. Causing obstruction to the rotating disc by means of a pin,
x-ray film etc.,

13. Bypassing the meter through loop wire.

In Andhra Pradesh the Operation Wing and Detection of
Pilferage of Energy (DPE) wing in co-ordination with Anti Power
Theft Squad (APTS) conduct inspections and detect theft/pilferage
of energy which is a cognizable and non-bailable offence. These

offences shows an increasing trend of 120% in 2005 over 2004.

The high theft prone areas are Hyderabad City particularly
South Circle, some of areas in Nalgonda, Mahaboobnagar,
Anantapur, Kadapa, Nizamabad, Chittoor, Nellore, Warangal,
Karimnagar, Medak, Kurnool and Ranga Reddy District. The first
offence is compoundable as per the new Act and the subsequent
offence has to be prosecuted. The offences are to be triable by

Special Sessions Courts and the mode of trial is summary.

Table 17.1 shows the district wise details.
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CHAPTER-18
EXCISE AND PROHIBITION
The prohibition & Excise Department is functioning with 334

Enforcement Stations.
The illicit distillation of liquors is rampant all over the State.

Apart from the above mentioned crime, adulteration of toddy,
cultivation of ganja and smuggling of arrack from Karnataka and Orissa
are all prevalent in the districts of East Godavari, West Godavari ,
Krishna, Chittoor, Anantapur, Kurnool, Mahaboobnagar, Nalgonda,
Ranga Reddy, Nizamabad, Adilabad, Khammam and Warangal

respectively.

To check the incidence of smuggling of non-paid duty
liquors/arrack check posts have been established apart from the
special mobile squad in the bordering districts of Andhra Pradesh viz.
Anantapur, Chittoor, srikakulam, Vizianagaram, Adilabad, Kurnool,

Mahaboobnagar, Medak and Nizamabad.

Efforts of educating about the detriments of consuming narcotic
and psychotropic substances and its cultivation like ganja and poppy is
being incorporated in the work of Excise and prohibition department
and the simultaneous destruction of the existent cultivation is also an

ongoing exercise.

In the last three years (Tab.18.1) while the overall
violations/crimes under the Excise and Prohibition Act continued to be
on the rise. The no. of arrests, seizures of contraband and vehicles have

also gone up.
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CHAPTER-19

ARRESTS

A total of 279857 persons were arrested by Police during the
year 2005 as against 298876 arrested in 2004.

Highest no. of arrests were made in Karimnagar (23441)
followed by Chittoor (19416), Hyderabad City (17114) and
Adilabad (16520).

A total of 10653 persons were surrendered in courts and
5071 persons were granted anticipatory bail during 2005 as
against 10687 surrendered in courts and 6003 granted
anticipatory bail in 2004. Table19.1 shows the district wise

details.
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CHAPTER-20

DISPOSAL OF IPC CASES BY COURTS

Chart 20.1 shows the district wise charge-sheeting rate of
cognizable crime in descending order for the year 2005. The state
average of charge sheeting rate for this year is 60.91%. The
following districts have shown higher percentage of charge

sheeting rate.

1. Vizianagaram 86.55%
2. West Godavari 83.58%
3. Srikakulam 80.42%
4. Karimnagar 79.50%
5. Warangal 72.74%
6. East Godavari 72.24%

Disposal by Courts.

During the year 2005, a total of 102029 cases were disposed
by court including those pending from previous years. Highest
number of cases were disposed in Karimnagar (6835) followed by
Guntur (5778), Warangal (5746), Hyderabad City (5745) and
Nalgonda(5060). The district wise disposals were shown in Table.

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CHAPTER-22

POLICE STRENGTH AND INFRASTRUCTURE

In order perform its basic functions like maintenance of Law
and Order, prevention and detection of crime, Security duties and
numerous other tasks assigned to it, the manpower becomes the
basic requirement for efficiency of the Police force. As far as the
sanction and actual strength of Andhra Pradesh police is

concerned, they have been represented rank wise in Table 22.1

CIVIL POLICE

The actual strength of Civil Police including District Armed
Police and APSP in the state as on 31-12-2005 stood at 80676
against the sanctioned strength of 86906. The strength of Civil
Police on ground was 92.83 percent of the sanctioned strength
leaving 7.17 percent of the sanctioned posts vacant. District wise
Sanctioned and Actual strength of Civil Police are shown in Table

No.22.1 & 22.2 respectively.

STATE ARMED POLICE

The Actual strength of the State Armed Police (Andhra
Pradesh Special Police battalions, Special Armed Reserve and Grey
Hounds) in Andhra Pradesh during 2005 stood at 32414 against
the Sanctioned strength of 35271. The percentage of vacant posts
in Armed Police was 8.10 percent. Battalion wise Sanctioned and

Actual strength of Armed Police are shown in Table 22.5.
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WOMEN POLICE

The separate Actual strength of Women Civil Police in the
state was 1363 against the Sanctioned strength of 1414 are shown

in Table 22.3.

In comparison with the total Actual strength of Police in the

state the percentage of Women police is only 2.82.

POLICE EXPENDITURE

The budget allocation for Andhra Pradesh Police for the year
2005-2006 was Rs.1271.04 Crores and the Expenditure is
Rs.1211.38 Crores.

POLICE HOUSING CORPORATION

So far the AP Police Housing Corporation has constructed
39415 Police Quarters. The percentage of construction of Police

Quarters is 52.72 %.

During the year 2005 the Police Housing Corporation has
completed and handed over to the Police Department 10 Police
Station buildings and 958 Quarters during the year. Another 34
Police station buildings and 1172 Quarters are at an advanced
stage of construction and are expected to be completed very
shortly. Further, 62 Police station buildings and 492 Quarters are

in tendering stage.
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CHAPTER-23

POLICE SACRIFICES

49 Police personnel of various ranks sacrificed their lives and
167 suffered injuries in the State while performing different types
of duties during 2005. Nalgonda (7), Mahaboobnagar (6),
Khammam & Guntur (4 each) and Prakasham, Visakhapatnam
City & Visakhapatnam ( R) (3 each) contributed maximum to the
casualties. Of the total number of Police Personnel killed in the
State, 13 were in Anti-extremist activities and remaining on other
operations/ duties. The largest number of Police Personnel injured
were in Warangal (35), followed by Prakasham (17), Chittoor (16),
West Godavari & Visakhapatnam City (12 each) and Nellore (11).

9 Districts remained free from casualties of Policemen on

duty (Table — 23.1).
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
