DISTRIBUTION OF COGNIZABLE CRIME

INTRODUCTION:

Total cognizable crime under IPC sections reported in A.P. State during the
year 2006 is 160838 as against 143681 in 2005 indicating an increase of 11.94%.

If we consider only the grand total of bodily offences, property offences
and white-collar offences under the IPC the total crime was 73535 in 2004, 72353
in 2005 and 78911 in 2006. The other IPC cases are 81927 in number in the year
2006. As on 31.12.2006, a total no. of 70478 cases are Ul and 260969 Cases are
pending Trial.

The District wise percentage of the IPC crime with respect to the bodily,

property and white-collar offences is given in the tables that follow.

GENERAL TRENDS:

A study of the total cognizable crime over the past ten years (Details given
in chapter 21) indicates that there has been a notable reduction in the incidence

of “conventional” crime such as dacoities, robberies etc;

Crime against women has shown constant increase during the decade, which
can be mainly attributed to the dwindling joint family system, increased awareness

and greater financial independence amongst women.
FUTURE:

In the next few years, it is expected that the conventional crime would drop
further and Economic Offences, Terrorist Crimes, Organised Crime and L & O
problems resulting from urbanization will substantially increase. Cyber Crimes are
also expected to increase, as the computerization in India especially in Banking,
Financial Institutions and Service Sector is in takeoff stage. With low conviction
rate, delayed trial of Criminal cases, lack of alternate dispute resolution system,

the number of pending trial cases would increase enormously.

CHAPTER-6

ANTI HUMAN TRAFFICKING IN ANDHRA PRADESH
1) Definition of Trafficking:
The definition of trafficking can be found in the various sections of ITPA

(Immoral Traffic (Prevention) Act, 1956. Section 5 speaks about procuring, taking
and even inducing a person for the sake of prostitution. According to this section,
even attempt to procure and attempt to take or causing a person to carry on
prostitution amounts to trafficking. Therefore “trafficking’ has been given a broad

scope.

A legal definition of trafficking is available in the Goa Children’s Act 2003.
Though it is focused on child trafficking, the definition is comprehensive. Under
Sec.2(z) of the said Act “Child trafficking” means “the procurement,
recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of persons, legally
or illegally, within or across borders, by means of threat or use of force or
other forms of coercion, of abduction, of fraud, of deception, of the abuse of
power or of a position of vulnerability or of giving or receiving payments or
benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person,

for monetary gain or otherwise”.

If a woman or child is sexually exploited and any person gains out of the
same, it amounts to Commercial Sexual Exploitation (CSE), which is a legally

punishable offence wherein the culpability lies against all exploiters.

A victim of Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Trafficking is called
VOCSET.

2) Human Trafficking is the contemporary manifestation of slavery,
whose victims are predominantly women and children. No country today is
immune from human trafficking. Victims are forced to work as sex workers, bar
dancers, beggars, camel jockeys, in hazardous work on farms, as domestics, as
child soldiers, and in many forms of involuntary servitude. According to UN
estimates nearly 2 million women and children are abused and trafficked globally

every year and millions more are trafficked within their home countries.



There is growing concern over the serious human rights, public order,
economic, public health, HIV / AIDS and security implications of human trafficking
around the world.  This “commerce in human life” generates billions of dollars
each year, much of which is used to finance organized crime. It is the 3™ biggest
organized crime after drugs and arms. Human trafficking is increasingly being

perpetrated by organized, sophisticated criminal enterprise.

3-B) So far we have been prosecuting the “victims” under ITP Act 1956. The next
dimension as per National Human Rights Commission (August 2004 Report) is that
commercially sexually exploited victim is a victim of circumstances beyond her

control and thus we must focus prosecuting the traffickers.

e We must adopt three P’s (Prevention, Protection & Prosecution) and three

R’s (Rescue, Rehabilitation and Reintegration).

e Treat the ‘victim’ (VOCSET - Victim of Commercial Sexual Exploitation &
Trafficking) with care and concern, rescue the victims following rescue
protocols and arrest the traffickers of all hues under non-bailable sections
(Sec.366-A, 366-B, 372, 373, 376(2)(g) along with ITP Act provisions, when
minors are subjected to commercial sexual exploitation. Taking action against
brothel keepers for closure of brothels u/s 18 of ITP Act and Sec.133(6) Cr.P.C

is essential.

4) A.P is the first State in the country to start AHTUs (Anti Human Trafficking
Units) under a joint partnership programme of UNODC (United Nations Office on
Drugs & Crime) and MHA (Ministry of Home Affairs) (D.O.Lr.15011/57/2004-05 -
SC/ST Cell (ATC) dt.4.9.06 of Jt. Secretary, Govt. of India, Ministry of Home

Affairs, New Delhi) Three AHTUs started functioning w.e.f 22.1.07 at
Hyderabad (under SP WPC CID), at Eluru (under DIG E/R Eluru) and at
Anantapur (under DIG A/R Anantapur).

A.P. Police Academy has taken a massive empowerment exercise in
collaboration with UNODC and MHA and as on 10" April, 2007, 1536 officers

and 160 APPs were sensitized and empowered.

We must concentrate at source villages / Towns / Cities, Transit places like
bus stands, Railway Stations as a part of prevention / protection drive.
Conduct rescue operations at places of Destinations. Involve the PRIs
(Panchayat Raj Institutions) in prevention and reintegration programmes. Open
History sheets / Suspect sheets under PSO 596 and 600 of APPA against
Traffickers, share intelligence across the country to make a dent on their

network.

Providing Victim / Witness Support is another important aspect to motivate
victims to give evidence in courts to ensure conviction of traffickers. Low

conviction rate is due to lack of victim / witness support fund.



9) LAW:

Human trafficking is not comprehensively defined in any Indian law. However

there are many laws where reference to different forms of trafficking is made.

Indian Laws: Human trafficking is basically dealt with by four laws:

The Immoral Traffic (Prevention) Act of 1956:

This is the most important law to curb trafficking and has been dealt with

separately. Sec.3 to 7 of ITP Act are against traffickers while customers can be

booked u/s 7 of ITP Act.

The Bonded Labour System (Abolition) Act of 1976:

It prohibits forced or bonded labour. The National Human Rights Commission of

India monitors its implementation.

Young Persons (Harmful Publication) Act 1956

Prohibits distribution of material related to crime, violence and vice.
The Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2000

This Act explicitly provides for effective social rehabilitation and reintegration of
all juveniles in need of care and protection and makes explicit provisions for
punishment for employment of juvenile or child for begging, giving intoxicating
liquor or narcotic drug or psychotropic substance to juvenile or child, exploitation

of juvenile or child employee.

Transplantation of Human Organ Act — 1994.

It provides for the regulation of removal, storage and transplantation of human
organs for purpose of treatment and for the prevention of commercial dealings in

human organs.

The Child Marriage Restraint Act, 1929
The Act provides for age of marriage i.e. 21 for male and 18 for female.

e Section 3 — It is an offence for a male above 18 years but below 21 years to
get married.

e Section 4 — It is an offence if a male above 21 years married a girl below 18
years.

e Section 5 — Whoever performs, conducts or directs any child marriage
commits an offence.

e Section 6 - Parent or guardian in charge of the minor, promoting or
permitting, or negligently failing to prevent child marriage commits an
offence.

e It is a cognizable offence. But no Court can take cognizance of any offence
under this Act after the expiry of one year from the date on which the
offence is alleged to have been committed.

e The Court may issue an injunction against any of the persons mentioned, in
Section 3, 4, 5 and 6 of this Act prohibiting such marriage.

Article 23 of Constitution of India:

Prohibition of traffic in Human beings and forced labour: Traffic in human beings
and beggar and other similar forms of forced labour are prohibited and any
contravention of this provision shall be an offence punishable in accordance with
law.

Under the head Rape against SC/ST Mahaboobnagar & Nalgonda districts
topped with (13 each) cases followed by Khammam (12), Adilabad (11),
Medak & Guntur (9 each) and Nizamabad, Prakasham & East Godavari (8

each).

With 94 cases under SC/ ST (POA) Act., Hyderabad City topped the list
followed by Kurnool (67), Cyberabad (59), Warangal (41), Karimnagar (34)
and Visakhapatnam Rural (32).

The total cases under different Acts to prevent atrocities against SC/ST
were highest in Kurnool district (256) followed by Nellore (121),
Mahaboobnagar (119), Guntur (113), Hyderabad City (111), East Godavari
(108), Cyberabad (103) and Warangal (100).

CHAPTER-8
FACTIOUS CRIME

Faction is acute rivalry that exists between two groups, families or castes in
a village or place resulting in alternate violence between both groups. This
phenomenon is peculiar to the three districts of Rayalaseema (Kurnool, Kadapa and

Anantapur) and the three districts of Circar (Guntur, Nellore and Prakasham).

Faction divides the village into two or more highly actively violent groups
that poses continued threat to lives and property of all members of the group.
Factious rivalries reach their peak during elections. Factious crime is a major

obstacle to the progress and development of these districts.

During the year 2006, 11 cases of factious murders were registered in the

State when compared to previous year (15 cases) showing a decrease of 26.66%.

Highest number of faction murders were reported in Anantapur district (5)

followed by Mahaboobnagar, Nalgonda & Kadapa (2 cases each).

20 cases of factious riotings were registered in the year 2006 when

compared to previous year (11 cases) showing an increase of 81.81 %.(Table -8).



CHAPTER-9
EXTREMIST OFFENCES

The most active extremist groups in A.P. are the CPI(Maoist) and Janashakti.

The others are Praja Prathighatana, Praja Pandha.

207 cases of extremist offences were registered in the State during the year

2006, compared to 576 cases in previous year showing a decrease of 64.06%.

45 extremist Murders were registered in 2006 as against 166 cases in 2005
showing a decrease of 72.89%. Khammam district registered highest number of
extremist murders (11) followed by Warangal (7), Prakasham(6), Mahaboobnagar &
Nalgonda (4 each) and Guntur (3).

34 cases of extremist Riotings were registered in 2006 compared to 108
cases in previous year showing a decrease of 68.51%. Khammam district
registered highest number of Extremist Riotings (10) followed by Mahaboobnagar

(5), Warangal (4) and Nizamabad & Karimnagar (3 each).

During the year 2006, 24 cases of arson, 21 cases of blasting and 83 other
offences were registered as against 68 cases of arson, 74 cases of blasting and 158
other offences in 2005. (Table 9.1 and 9.2).



GRAVE CRIMES

Grave Crime investigation is one of the primary duties of the Sub-Divisional
Police Officer. The image of the police is dependent to a large extent on the
detection and conviction of the grave crimes. During the past three years the

trends of grave crimes in AP are shown in the table below:-

An analysis of the above figures reveals that the total volume of Grave
Crime has shown a slight decreasing trend in 2006 over 2005 and increasing trend
over 2004.

4668 cases were reported in 2006 as against 4757 cases in 2005 showing a
slight decrease of 1.87%. The details are shown in table No. 10.1,10.2 and 10.3

Grave crimes constitute 2.90% of the total IPC cases.

Murders constituted 54.61%, Murders for Gain 3.34%, Dacoities 3.75%,
Robberies 14.14%, Grave Burglaries 15.02% and Grave Thefts 9.14% of all Grave

Crimes reported in the State.

(APPM order No. 52-7 -A, Grave Burglary means property loss over Rs. 50,000/-
Grave Theft means property loss over Rs. 1,00,000/- Grave robbery means

property loss over Rs. 1000/-).



SPECIAL & LOCAL LAWS

During this year a total of 16,76,212 cases were registered under Special
and Local Laws as against 8,04,680 cases in the year 2005, showing an increase of
108.30%.

Hyderabad City accounted for the highest number of cases (5,75,441)
followed by Vijayawada City (1,58,669), Visakhapatnam City (1,38,698) and
Cyberabad (135728). The lowest numbers of cases were registered in Ranga Reddy
district (2403).

Of the 16,76,212 cases registered under Spl & Local Laws 14,09,407 cases
were booked under M.V. Act constituting 84.08% of the total cases followed by
Gaming Act (42883 cases- 2.56%), NDPS Act (560 cases- 0.03%), Explosive
Substances Act (372 cases- 0.02%), PIT Act (662 cases- 0.04%), Copy Right Act
(1802 cases- 0.11%), Arms Act (308 cases- 0.02%), Indian Passport Act (81 cases-
0.01%), Excise Act (2660 Cases- 0.16%) and other S.L.L. cases (217461 cases-
13.00%) in the State.

The district wise and Head Wise incidence of Cognizable Crime under

Special and Local Laws is given in Table No. 11.1 to 11.4.

CHAPTER-13

WITCHCRAFT / SORCERY

A total of 182 cases under Witchcraft / Sorcery were registered during 2006
as against 161 in 2005 and 169 in 2004. Nizamabad has contributed the maximum
No. of cases (52), Karimnagar is in second place with 40 cases followed by Medak
(28) cases and Warangal (16).

31 persons were killed on suspected sorcery in A.P. in 2006. Adilabad
topped the list with (6) persons killed while Nalgonda, Khammam & Karimnagar

takes the second place with (5 each) persons killed.

During the year 2006, 31 riotings and 65 hurt cases were reported as against
19 riotings and 65 hurt cases in 2005.

The details are shown in Table 13.1 and 13.2.

CHAPTER-14
CUSTODIAL DEATHS
Article 21 of the constitution of India.

Protection of life and personal liberty: No person shall be deprived of his

life or personal liberty except according to procedure established by law.

Custodial death has been described as one of the worst crimes in a civilized
society, governed by the rule of law: D.K. Basu Vs State of West Bengal, AIR 1997
SC b10 Para -36.

Custodial deaths are of two kinds: Deaths in Judicial Custody and deaths in
Police custody. In this chapter we present an analysis of the deaths in police

custody only in the State of A.P.

The unfortunate occurrence of custodial deaths can be prevented to a large
extent if the staff of the police stations take due care during interrogation and

also take into consideration, the physical and emotional well being of the suspect.

It can be seen from the figures that there are very few custodial deaths due

to torture/ usage of third degree methods.

10 cases of custodial deaths of all types were reported in A.P. during 2006
as against 8 cases in 2005 and 9 in 2004. The classification of such cases for the
years 2004 to 2006 is shown in Table 14.2.

One case of death due to Police torture was reported in 2006 as against Nil

and 1 case in 2005 and 2004 respectively.

MISSING PERSONS

The issue of Missing Persons, though very serious, has not got the attention

it deserves in Police professional circles.

Every year in Andhra Pradesh alone around 7500 persons go missing. While a
sizeable number of them return home or are traced, almost 43% are not traceable.
Their disappearance cause tremendous agony, anguish and helplessness to their

near and dear ones.

It is imperative that greater attention is paid by the police in tracing missing
persons as it has got not just socio-economic but also national security
ramifications, both internal and external. The fate of missing persons is a matter

of conjecture and it can be any of the following list of possibilities, which is again

not exhaustive:

1. They get murdered or killed in accident and their bodies remain
unidentified.

2. They get sucked in organized crime, include bootlegging/drug running
etc., with girls being forced into prostitution.

3. They, particularly, the young and gullible ones join terrorist outfits.

The statistics related to Missing persons in Andhra Pradesh for years 2004 to

2006 are given in Tablel5.1 to 15.3.

CHAPTER-17
IDOL THEFTS

Of late the demand for idols has increased in the International Market. The
Idols of oriental origin specially those of India beget a good price. The antique
collectors of the West spend a fortune to procure ancient sculptures and idols of
the Indian origin. This is resulting in a competition for quick money and the

dealers are going to any extent to get the idols of international demand.

The stone sculptures and Panchaloha idols which are generally available in
temples are being committed theft of in order to sell them to the dealers within
India. There are areas such as temple lands, old forts and other places of interest
where the unsocial elements and criminals resort to unauthorized digging in search
of ancient idols. There are several incidents wherein the Panchaloha idols were

lifted by criminals from the temples of AP.

76 idol thefts were registered in 2006 as against 63 cases in 2005 showing an

increase of 20.63 %.

Guntur district registered highest No, of idol thefts (21) followed by
Mahaboobnagar (8), Khammam (7), Nalgonda, Warangal, Karimnagar, Kadapa,

Prakasham and Visakhapatnam City (4 each). The details are shown in table No. 17



CHAPTER-18

THEFT OF ENERGY IN ANDHRA PRADESH

Andhra Pradesh Government is one of the pioneers in the introduction of
reforms in power sector way back in 1999. The main thrust of reforms is (a)
provision of adequate power (b) supply of reliable and quality power (c) reduction

of transmission and distribution losses (d) Efficiency in energy usage.

Supply of energy is broadly categorized as HT and LT. HT category mostly
includes industries, railway traction, whereas LT category mostly includes
domestic, commercial, LT side industry, cottage and small scale industries,

agriculture, street lighting and other miscellaneous activities.

Theft/ Pilferage of energy is resorted to by some of the consumers in the

following ways:-

1. By tapping directly from the over-head lines. It is mostly observed in
domestic sector and resorted to by people living in slum areas and some

colonies in the villages.
2. Bypassing the current circuit. It is mostly resorted to industrial services.
3. By direct tapping before AB switch.

4. Tampering the meter board seals and dropping voltages to meter through

remote arrangement.

5. Bending the secondary terminal cover to gain access to the internal

metering terminals.
6. Tampering the meter cover seals and changing the meter internals.
7. Burning the metering unit to destroy the meter data of electronic meter.

8. Providing fake seals to CTPT secondary terminal cover and gaining access to

the secondary wiring.

9. Tampering the potential wires by cutting the Gl pipes carrying the metering

wires and without disturbing the metering seals.



10.Bypassing the metering unit by removing the RMU seals and extending the

supply from RMU to transformer.
11.Joining the in and out jumpers of an open type CTPT set.
12.Causing obstruction to the rotating disc by means of a pin, x-ray film etc.,
13.Bypassing the meter through loop wire.

In Andhra Pradesh the Operation Wing and Detection of Pilferage of Energy
(DPE) wing in co-ordination with Anti Power Theft Squad (APTS) conduct
inspections and detect theft/pilferage of energy which is a cognizable and non-
bailable offence. These offences show a decreasing trend of 39.43% in 2006 over
2005.

The high theft prone areas are Hyderabad City particularly South Circle,
some of areas in Nalgonda, Mahaboobnagar, Anantapur, Kadapa, Nizamabad,
Chittoor, Nellore, Warangal, Karimnagar, Medak, Kurnool and Ranga Reddy
District. The first offence is compoundable as per the new Act and the
subsequent offence has to be prosecuted. The offences are to be tribal by Special

Sessions Courts and the mode of trial is summary.

Table 18.1 shows the district wise details.



CHAPTER-19
ARRESTS

A total of 315047 persons were arrested by Police during the year 2006 as
against 279857 arrested in 2005.

Highest no. of arrests were made in Adilabad (20533) followed by Chittoor
(20028), Hyderabad City (18195) and Karimnagar (16355).

A total of 8848 persons were surrendered in courts and 6199 persons were
granted anticipatory bail during 2006 as against 10653 surrendered in courts and
5071 granted anticipatory bail in 2005. Table No0.19 shows the district wise

details.
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DISPOSAL OF IPC CASES BY COURTS

Chart 20.1 shows the district wise charge-sheeting rate of cognizable crime
in descending order for the year 2006. The state average of charge sheeting rate
for this year is 59.06%. The following districts have shown higher percentage of

charge sheeting rate.

1. Karimnagar 79.72%
2. West Godavari 78.40%
3. Nalgonda 78.05%
4. Vizianagaram 77.85%
5. Warangal 76.95%
6. Krishna 72.51%

Disposal by Courts.

During the year 2006, a total of 112323 cases were disposed by court
including those pending from previous years. Highest number of cases were
disposed in Cyberabad (7500) followed by Karimnagar (7251), Nalgonda (6667),
Hyderabad City (6514) and Warangal (6177). The district wise disposals were
shown in Table. 20.2
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POLICE STRENGTH AND INFRASTRUCTURE

In order perform its basic functions like maintenance of Law and Order,
prevention and detection of crime, Security duties and numerous other tasks
assigned to it, the manpower becomes the basic requirement for efficiency of the
Police force. As far as the sanction and actual strength of Andhra Pradesh police is

concerned, they have been represented rank wise in Table 22.1
CIVIL POLICE

The actual strength of Civil Police including District Armed Police and APSP
in the state as on 31-12-2006 stood at 80950 against the sanctioned strength of
91822. The strength of Civil Police on ground was 88.16 percent of the sanctioned
strength leaving 11.84 percent of the sanctioned posts vacant. District wise
Sanctioned and Actual strength of Civil Police are shown in Table No.22.1 & 22.2

respectively.

STATE ARMED POLICE

The Actual strength of the State Armed Police (Andhra Pradesh Special
Police battalions, Special Armed Reserve and Grey Hounds) in Andhra Pradesh
during 2006 stood at 32994 against the Sanctioned strength of 40233. The
percentage of vacant posts in Armed Police was 17.99 percent. Battalion wise

Sanctioned and Actual strength of Armed Police are shown in Table 22.5.

WOMEN POLICE

The separate Actual strength of Women Civil Police in the state was 1310

against the Sanctioned strength of 1357 are shown in Table 22.3.

In comparison with the total Actual strength of Police in the state the

percentage of Women police is only 2.73.



POLICE HOUSING CORPORATION

So far the AP Police Housing Corporation has constructed 39911 Police
Quarters. The percentage of construction of Police Quarters is 46.75 % (including

Battalions).

During the year 2006-07 (as on 2/07) the Police Housing Corporation has
completed and handed over to the Police Department 28 Police Station buildings
and 423 Quarters during the year. Another 46 Police station buildings and 1120
Quarters are at an advanced stage of construction and are expected to be
completed very shortly. Further, 45 Police station buildings and 2837 Quarters are

in tendering stage.
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POLICE SACRIFICES

56 Police personnel of various ranks sacrificed their lives and 253 suffered
injuries in the State while performing different types of duties during 2006.
Kadapa (7), Mahaboobnagar & Nalgonda (6 each), Chittoor (5), Cyberabad (4) and
Medak, Karimnagar & East Godavari (3 each) contributed maximum to the
casualties. Of the total number of Police Personnel killed in the State, 7 were in
Anti-extremist activities and remaining on other operations/ duties. The largest
number of Police Personnel injured were in Visakhapatnam City (45), followed by
Nellore (30), East Godavari (25), Hyderabad City (16), Nalgonda, Kadapa & Guntur
(15 each) and Khammam (14).

9 Districts remained free from casualties of Policemen on duty (Table -
23.1).
